 I am a senior at Springtown High

The University Interscholastic League (UIL) was officially formed in 
1913.  The UIL has grown into the largest interschool organization of 
its kind in the world and is operated as part of the University of Texas.  
The voluntary membership, non-profit organization exists to provide 
educational extracurricular academic, athletic, and music contests. The 
initials "UIL" have come to represent quality educational competition, 
administered by school people on an amateur and equitable basis. 
 
Springtown ISD has over 1400 students participating each year in some 
aspect of UIL competition.  Through the years, SISD students have  
received college scholarships as a direct result of participating in  
various UIL activities.  Athletics, fine arts, cheerleading and dance 
team, and academic events are all considered UIL activities. 
 
Senate Bill 8, passed by the 80th Texas Legislature, and signed into law 
by Governor Perry in June of 2007 mandates the UIL conduct random 
steroid testing of high school athletes in grades 9-12.  Approximately 
30 percent of UIL member high schools will be selected.  Among other 
changes to take effect in the school year 2008-2009, is the four-team 
format in conference 4A which will advance to the playoffs. 
 
Each biennium the UIL announces the 2008-2009 district assignments 
and reclassification information.  Springtown was classified and  
assigned district 6-4A.  The district will consist of Aledo, Azle, Ft. 
Worth Boswell, Mineral Wells, N.Richland Hills Birdville, Saginaw, 
Springtown, and White Settlement Brewer.  The classification is based 
on the schools’ enrollment data for grades 9-12.  The UIL biennial  
reclassification enrollment data for 2008-2009 and 2009-2010 is as  
follows:  5A - 2085 & up; 4A – 980 to 2084; 3A – 430 to 979;  
2A – 200 to 429; 1A – 199 & below.  Springtown submitted an  
enrollment of 1064.
