When the Legislature convenes in Austin in January, 

the state will be facing a deficit of approximately $18 - 

$20 billion.  The one bill the Legislature has to pass 

each session is the state budget.  And, the Texas Con-

stitution requires the Legislature to pass a balanced 

budget.   

Funding for public education makes up the largest 

percentage of the stateõs discretionary budget.  There-

fore, education funding is a primary target for funding 

cuts during the 82 nd Legislative Session.  For the past 

five years, school districts have been operating with 

essentially the same amount of revenue as we received 

in 2006.   

The burden of depleting fund balances and the action 

of reducing staff and programs continues to threaten 

the pursuit of quality education.  School boards across 

the state are considering resolutions and asking the 

legislators to Make Education a Priority .  This 

statewide initiative will put public education funding 

on the forefront during budget discussions.  School 

districts will communicate with one voice and create 

community awareness.  

Springtown ISD statistics:  

100% of our schools are rated Academically Ac-

ceptable or higher.  

For two years in a row, Springtown ISD has re-

ceived a Recognized TEA rating.  

Our district has taken the following cost -cutting 

measures during the past two years:  24 positions not 

replaced; cuts to supply budgets; cuts to the M & O 

budget; and, cuts to the technology budget.  

During the 2009 -2010 school year, we spent $7240 

per student, of which $4801 went directly to instruc-

tion of students.  

During the 2009 -2010 school year, 53% of our stu-

dents were economically disadvantaged, 3% were 

LEP, and 9.7% received special education services.  

Students in each of these groups require personalized 

instruction, which increases the districtõs operating 

expenses.  

Springtown ISD continues to provide services to our 

students to meet their needs.  Please join us in Making 

Education a Priority .
