      I received an unsigned letter in my office this week that 
referenced fundraising efforts at schools.  I normally trash 
unsigned letters but this one had a newspaper column clipped 
to it.  The column was Ana Veciana Suarez’s column in the 
Miami Herald.  I don’t know the date of the article but it and 
the letter caught my attention. 
  
     Both documents address fundraising efforts by the clubs 
and organizations in schools today.  Both agreed that it is 
actually more beneficial to give a donation than to purchase 
some over priced item that delivers a few cents on the dollar 
to the club and most of the profit to the company selling the 
item.  I couldn’t agree more.  Over the course of my career, I 
have become the proud owner of more salt and pepper shak-
ers than I can ever use.  I’ve also consumed many more 
chocolate candy bars than my doctor would approve.  The 
money I’ve spent on raffle tickets would probably have pur-
chased my own four wheeler. 
 
      At SISD we’ve tried to cut back on the number of fund-
raisers held by school clubs each year.  Approvals for our 
fundraisers are done in September for fall fundraisers and in 
January for our spring fundraisers at the regular Board meet-
ings during those months.  This way the public has a record 
of what is approved in the event outsiders come in to “claim” 
they are representing SISD.  We’ve also formed some part-
nerships to reduce our dependence on fundraisers.  For exam-
ple, the National Honor Society assists Cares and Shares in 
their annual fundraising efforts.  Cares and Shares under-
writes the cost of the NHS installation program for their help 
so that the NHS members don’t have to have a separate fund-
raising event.  Our ag students assist with public parking at 
the varsity football games which is a service to the public and 
reduces their needs for additional fundraisers. 
 
     We will continue to try to find solutions to meet the fund-
ing needs of the organization affiliated with SISD.  We 
greatly appreciate the support of these organizations and their 
impact on our students.  Maybe if we all just gave a donation, 
we could help these groups do their work and maybe I could 
lose some weight.
